Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha established under section 3 of theU.G.C. Act, 1956
isapremier inditutioninthefield of higher learningin Sanskrit studies, Traditiona Sastras
and Pedagogy. Itisfunded by the Ministry of Human Resource Devel opment through
UGC. TheVidyapeethahasalong history inthe service of Sanskrit education.

The Vidyapeethawas established at Tirupati(A.P) in 1961 by the Govt. of Indiaon
therecommendationsof the Central Sanskrit Commission asan autonomous body under
thenameof Kendriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, Tirupati society. Dr. S. Radhakrishnan,
thethen Vice President of Indialaid thefoundation stone of the Vidyapeethaon 4" January
1962. Thebasicobjectiveof setting up the Vidyapeethais toimpart andimprove Sanskrit
pedagogy, to accel eratethe pace of higher Sanskrit learning and to combinethetraditional
Sanskrit education with modern scientific research.

Later, Kendriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha, Tirupati came under the adminigtrative control
of RashtriyaSanskrit Sansthan, an autonomousbody under the Ministry of Educationin
April 1971. In the year 1987, the Vidyapeetha was declared as a Deemed
Vidyapeetha by the Gover nment of I ndia, consdering itsserviceto the cause of Sanskrit
Education, itsachievementsin research and publicationsand thegenera progressit had
madein the past 25 years. It wasformally inaugurated by the President of IndiaSri R.
Venkataraman on 26th of August 1989. Considering itsachievementsand potential for
research in Traditional Sastras, the Vidyapeetha was given the status of Centre of
Excellencein Traditional Sastrasduringthe X Planand X1 Plan period aswell.

The Rashriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha has been attracting studentsfromall over India
and the courses offered by it cover awide range of Sanskrit language and literature,
Traditional Sastras, pedagogy and also career oriented programmes. A combination of
Traditional Sastraswith modern subjectslike Mathematics, Computer Science, History
etc., isoffered at Sastri/B.A. and Prak Sastri level. A uniquefeature of the Vidyapeethais
that themedium of instruction for imparting Traditional Sastrasis Sanskrit.

TheVidyapeethaLibrary isnamed after thefirst Chancellor, Mahamahopadhyaya Sri
Pattabhirama Sastri. It hasaprecious collection of about 86,000 books and more than 5500
manuscriptsin different languages|ike Sanskrit, Telugu, Tamil, and different scriptssuch as
Devanagari, Nandinagari, Tamil, Grantha, Telugu, Kannada, Tigalari and Malayalam. The
library has the following sections viz. Circulation, Maintenance, Technical, Periodical,
Manuscripts, Reference, Acquisition, Administration, INFLIBNET and Reprographic Service.
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Every year about 150 journals and periodicals are being subscribed. 380 titles of back
volumes have been preserved.

the application form. In case the result is awaited, it must be submitted at
the time of admission ; otherwise the candidature of the student will be
cancelled.

Age requirements : A candidate seeking admission to Shiksha Shastri Course
must have completed 20 years of age as on 15t July, 2010.

Intake : Out of the 154 seats available in 2010-2011 session for admission, in
80% will be filled by candidates coming from Traditional stream and the remaining
20% by candidates from Modern stream.

To
pass the PSST, a minimum of 40% is a must and 20 marks in proficiency in
Sanskrit (Part 1) language are compulsory.
